A minimum of 4 riders constitutes a class.  

If there are less than the minimum number of riders entered into a class, these riders will be 

merged with the next higher class. 



 

Should there be less than 9 riders in a class (1 gate only), the class will run 4 motos, all to 

count. The 4th moto will be run during the finals of the other classes. 

Standard UCI rules apply for DNF in the last moto. 

Should a rider wish to race in a higher class than his licenced class, please address this to the 

organisers of the event.

VI-A.3. – Entries: 
Entry fees for the III Tangent Open: 

Classes up to 12 years      15€/raceday 

Classes 13 years and over and Cruiser    20€/raceday 

Women Pro:       60€ (25€ saturday + 35€ sunday) 

A Pro:        65€ (35€ saturday + 30€ sunday) 

AA Pro:       80€ (35€ saturday + 45€ sunday) 

*It will be necessary to add 3.50€ per raceday to for transponder rental. If rider has his own 

transponder, he must put the AMB Nr. on the entry sheet. 

UCI License is needed for this race and permission from your National Federation. Day 

insurance is available at 12€/day. 

Family discounts are available: 50% for the second member, and free for the third member of 

the same family. For riders who want to race in 20” and 24” will be a 50% discount on the 

second class. Discounts are not applicable for Pro classes. 

 

Registration confirmation and transponder pick-up will be at the track on Friday 22nd February 

between 5pm and 6pm and Saturday 23rd February between 9am and 10am.  

Scoring for the event will be by transponder. Each rider will be required to hand in their race 

licence or a 50€ deposit for the transponder.  Riders who fail to fit the transponders to their 

bikes will be scored as DNS. Transponders are to be fitted BEFORE practice. Transponders can 

be returned at the race office anytime during the weekend.  

Riders who do not return their transponders after the race on Sunday will not receive their 

licences. These riders will pay a 15€ fine for their licences to be sent back to them once they 

have returned the transponders to the timing company’s offices at:

VI-A.4.1 – Qualifying and scoring: 
a) From 1 to 8 riders: Will be a total of 4 motos, all to count. 4th moto will run during the finals 

of the rest of the classes. If two riders have same result, last moto will decide.  

b) 9 riders and over: three qualifying motos. “Scramble” Motos rules as Annex 1 from UCI

c) Bonus Points: Not bonus points for the III Tangent Open Mazarrón. Saturday winners will be 

the Champions of the Moto-Sheets Trophy. Sunday winners will be the champions of the III
